Mission, Purpose and Goals
In reviewing the bylaws Jodi would like to update the Mission, Purpose and Goals. The bylaws outline several of these, one in particular states the LAPPC will participate in the development of the “county plan” Jodi is waiting for a reply from Jennifer Lief.
Jill stated it is no longer necessary for the LAPPC to sign off on the County HHS Plans.  
Abby was interested in bringing her prevention plan to the committee and getting additional feedback and collaboration with other groups.

Discussion was had regarding the need to pare down the goals and bylaws to focus in and dig deeper into specific topics.  Focusing on local resources and what was included on the CHIP.  Jodi will send Cassy the CHIP information to forward to the group.

Jodi would like for each department to provide information and educate the group about their programs to see what kind of cross over is happening and improve collaboration moving forward.  Educating each other on what is available can help us focus our efforts and resources.  Discussion of what the trends in the community are on the front line to assist treatment, crisis etc.  Maybe a condensed informational sheet for law enforcement would be helpful.
Overdose numbers and responses.  Jill gave information regarding a program ODMaps.org, she states they are working to get police departments registered to input the OD information on the community level.  Ideally in the future data would be automatically entered at the dispatch/EMT level.  There are some serious gaps in the information regarding ODs.  Isaiah states Monmouth PD tracks the OD’s by way of Narcan use, he will verify who that information gets reported to.  Since COVID Isaiah states, anecdotally, there has been an increase in ODs.

Problem Gambling
Advocate for adding problem gambling to the bylaws and goals.  It would be helpful to do outreach and education.  Linda states that the gambling questions are optional and many opt not to answer.

· Kerry Hammerschmith is attempting to find options and assistance for the homeless population.
· Cindy Rettler has questions about the MH in the jail and the lack of training. Coming out of jail needing medications, FACT, etc.
· Jill Dale is working on regional stuff including where Naloxone is available. Trying to find Polk specific data. Jill will get the opioid treatment, PCSS information to Kerry Hammerschmith.

· Isaiah Haines will do some research with other law enforcement agencies regarding the OD tracking and bring it to the next meeting.

· Abby Warren, prevention plan was approved for the next biennium.  Would like to bring it to the next meeting.
· Jodi Merritt, Community Corrections is waiting for legislature and budget numbers.  Caseload numbers are down and she is trying to refocus our efforts to be most effective.
