PC Prevention Plan
Abby discussed some exciting changes to her position, she will now be focused specifically on suicide prevention and there will be an added position for the drug, alcohol and problem Gambling prevention.  They will be working closely together as the changes develop. Abby presented, to the group, the recently completed County Prevention Plan for the 2021-2023 biennium. 
· Goal 1: Increase the perceived risk of underage drinking and binge drinking in Polk County

· Objective 1: Provide opportunities for positive youth development in Polk County.

· PC internship program coordination

· Both the intern and business will earn a stipend. Student receives school credit also.
· Positive adult relationships and mentors. Letters of recommendation.

· Dallas Youth Garden coordination

· Similar to the internship program.

· Development of local youth coalition and/or support of existing programs

· Engage youth in community.

· Youth can advocate, get involved in community service, and school partnerships.

· Youth activities grants program coordination

· Supporting existing youth partners to leverage resources in developing programing.

· Build new partnerships with local youth serving agencies

· Build new partnerships with online & charter schools in PC to address gaps & needs

· Objective 2: Develop a school climate that recognizes the risks associated with underage drinking and increasing the perceived harm of binge drinking in youth & adults.

· Suicide Prevention Training for middle and high school youth

· Integrated into the schools health programs at Dallas and Central school districts.

· PCPH will go out to educate the small school districts, also will train-the-trainers

· CPR, Mental Health First Aid etc., free training to anyone in PC.
· Classroom education sessions across PC

· Visit the classrooms as guest speaker, specific topics or broad subjects.

· Implementation of video campaign using the REAL video campaign materials.
· Implementation of video campaign via social media

· Teen portion of Strengthening Parenting & Active Parenting parent education program.

· Combines an adult session and a teen session, then bring them together for a family session.

· Goal 2: Increase the perceived risk of harm of consuming five or more drinks once or twice weekly.

· Objective 1: Promote the positive community norm that there is risk of harm of consuming five or more drinks once or twice a week.

· Adult community and agency presentations

· Parent Education Series – Strengthening Families or Nurturing Families Affected by Addiction

· Objective 2: Work with local coalition and community partners to promote community health and wellness.

· Mid-Valley Suicide Prevention Coalition collaboration.
· Local Alcohol and Drug Prevention collaboration.

· Share prevention info, updates, and collaboration opportunities at local coalition meetings across PC.

· Collaboration with PCPH educator.

· Partnership with local School of Nursing program to provide prevention and referral information for clients they are working with.

· Mark Davis, Referrals are way down. Partly COVID, partly Measure 110. Typically a counselor’s caseload is 30, right now they are at 10 or 11.

· Linda Miller is starting back at Community Corrections doing in person meetings. Struggled with getting packets back. Those without finances etc. 
· Community Corrections numbers are down. Hiring PO Supervisor. Shawna is out and Angela is covering for her.
· Aaron Felton - Issues with in-custody hearings, backlog of Felony trials that they are working through about 60 scheduled between now and Christmas. New cases are down, COVID, Measure 110 it is a culmination of things. Also, lost a trial attorney and will be hiring for a new one soon. New referrals are down.

· Isaiah Haines brought back the research from other law enforcement agencies regarding the OD tracking. Monmouth PD, Independence PD and Polk Sheriff’s Office, all use ODMaps to track. He is working to update their forms to add OD information to try to catch OD’s that are not Fentanyl related.
