By-Laws Update
Jodi discussed bringing a section to each meeting going forward until we can get it entirely updated. Jodi is in contact with Noelle Carroll with Health Services, to find out if there is a way to include this meeting in another, overlapping meeting.
3.
Measure 110
Data sheets were sent to the group from the Judicial Department.  Josephine County has a large number of violations given, 191. Jodi reached out to Josephine County to discuss this, local law enforcement was going to cite all drug possession, because they were now the front door to get into treatment. Before it was the Court, DA’s, Community Corrections to get them engaged in treatment. Grants Pass Police Department has made a policy change to catch these in the hopes that some of them will take advantage of treatment.
City of Monmouth acting Police Chief Haines states there are more limitations for law enforcement as far as interdicting traffic stops and search-and-seizure, the majority of the violations they come across are with incident to arrest; DUII, etc. He feels it’s important to hold people accountable and get them into treatment, but also to show drugs are still and issue in the community. 
Jodi mentions that out of all of the violations given only three (3) have been cleared through the courts with a certificate.  There is no clear path to getting the completion certificate to the courts, whether that is the client, or the assessing agencies responsibility. Jill states the place clients are supposed to call, Lines for Life, just are not getting any phone calls.

Mark Davis states their referral numbers for SUD are terrible. 

Discussion about how BM 110 was sold as a way to keep people out of the criminal justice system and because they are a violation they never make it to the DA’s Office. There is no recourse or motivation for people to go to treatment. The referrals to PCBH are mostly coming from DHS.  DHS is now seeing a surge now that school is back in.
Because the new search-and-seizure rules it is very difficult for law enforcement to work through.  They are seeing more admissions from people who are stopped now though, because there is no fear or repercussions for using or possessing drugs.  In the future it is going to be difficult to look at the numbers and tell if there is a correlation between the decriminalization of drugs and an increase in other crimes because law enforcement are not actively looking for drugs and there is nothing in the reports to tie the two together.
Linda Miller has seen an increase in Marijuana DUII’s, she has gotten some for Methamphetamine. Mostly they are for alcohol and marijuana related but they only cite them for the alcohol.  There are not enough DRE’s in the area.  It is cost prohibitive to train officers by the smaller agencies and then they leave for a larger agency.
What more can we do as a group? Prevention, connecting people with treatment.  How to intercept the substance use. Outreach to the schools and educate juveniles.  Point of contact at the Court, violation hearings etc.

Fentanyl 

We will reschedule Jill to present more on Fentanyl at a later meeting.  Jill did expand on deaths of teenagers from pills they ordered online and they thought they were getting Oxycodone and they were fake pills made with fentanyl.  Abby sent Jill’s information on fake pills or “Fentapills”. Also finding that marijuana and meth also have fentanyl in them.  Abby forwarded on the information Jill had provided her on fake pills.  Katie Martin will also pass along any additional information she receives on Fentanyl.
