Prevention Presentation
Annie Owen presented to the group, training on the overall prevention programs and what is currently in the works. Annie discussed the working partnerships with middle, high schools to educate students as well as working with OHSU and WOU on a Youth Coalition framework, parenting education and Polk County’s Marijuana community readiness assessment in which we were assessed as being in the “Denial/Resistance” level. 
Annie states they are working to develop a social media presence and involve youth in opportunities outside of school and hosting youth interns with employers as well as integrating prevention into parenting education and veteran services.
There is lots of co-occurring issues with problem gambling and Annie reminded the group that treatment is available and free in Oregon.

Annie explained that those students experiencing five or more adverse childhood experiences (ACEs) were 15 times more likely to report opioid misuse then those with no ACEs.  She also discussed the relationship of juveniles’ perception of risk.  If the perception of risk is high the instances of use are lower. There was discussion of information regarding the effects of substances on youth and the long term effects early use have on an individual.

There is are evidence based program in the schools including: PAX Good Behavior Game, which is universal preventive intervention applied by teachers; Suicide prevention, question, persuade, refer (QPR) and Applied Skill Intervention Suicide Training (ASIST); The Council, a Strength based approach that addresses harmful masculinity beliefs and norms and supporting boys in developing safe, healthy identities and behaviors; Girls Circle, a structured support group that is designed to increase positive connection, personal and collective strengths, and competence in girls.
The question “What is the capacity of others?” was posed to the group.  Juvenile is more difficult to get an accurate view of use. Measure 110 has created issues although admissions of use are higher and clients of P&P are more likely to tell the POs when they have been using.
What about programs like Tall Cop, D.A.R.E. the Great Program in high schools?  Washington State has stats and data on juvenile prevention programs we may want to look at?
