Measure 110 Presentation
Dori Sumstad and Ron Williams spoke on the merits of Measure 110.
· Slide show was presented with statistical information on funding and Counties that currently have BHRN (Behavioral Health Resource Network).

· Behavioral health resource network (BHRN) - set of providers working together as a network to increase access to low-barrier addiction services.  At least one BHRN must be established in each county and offer all of these services:  BH treatment that is evidence-based, trauma-informed, culturally informed; peer support/recovery services; housing; harm reduction interventions including OD prevention

· Nov 20, 2021 M110 passed went into effect in December.  Legislative process SB 755 added additional form/substance to M110, provided clarification and details (June 2021).  $302M in funding was appropriated and will continue as the primary funding source.
· BHRN approval program - 334 entities for consideration / 245 approved entities / 10 complete BHRNS - There is a complete BHRN in Polk County – agencies are Polk County and Youth Era.  Amount of funding for each county is identified on the OHA website - Formula based on 20% of population/arrest rates/Medicaid population and OD rates or homelessness.  

· Oregon ranked 50 as far as access to care and #3 in those reporting substance abuse/affected.
· Jodi Merritt asked about different challenges that they have encountered and Ron indicated that most challenges have been getting everyone on the same page.

· Jodi shared with the committee the link to the dashboard for the BHRN’s

Community Survey Results:  
As a recap, Jodi Merritt spoke about her attendance of the Fentanyl presentation by the Albany Police Department and reported that it was very well presented, informative and impactful.  This presentation is what sparked the conversation around the current drug, crime, and other impacts in our local community and whether we would want to do something similar.  Through Annie’s presentations at The Gate, she was able to circulate a survey that identified interest in various topics within the community.  The committee reviewed the results and had further discussion on next steps.   
Abby indicated that there will be a Back to School Bash that we could possibly put together information for, a flier with local statistics/information.  Abby also talked about the youth conference that they will be holding in the Spring of 2023 for Juniors in Polk County.  Additional discussion was to reach out to the schools and see if there was be a short presentation at a school assembly to start this conversation and potentially engage in a community ‘town hall’ forum.  Further discussion is needed.
