GENERAL LIABILITY INSURANCE - FISCAL YEAR 2017-2018
Greg Hansen presented the General Liability insurance proposal for fiscal year 2017-2018. The district does not own any vehicles, but purchases an auto liability “non-owner” endorsement for coverage of employees who use their own vehicle on the clock. The content coverage on this policy was increased from $75,000 to $100,000. The cost for the proposed General Liability policy is $1,428.22, $9 more than last year. This amount is within the budgeted amount.

PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING THE ADOPTION OF THE FISCAL YEAR 2017-2018 BUDGET
Chairman Pope opened the Public Hearing.
Greg Hansen presented the proposed budget to the Board of Directors. The proposed budget totaling $442,000, with the permanent property tax rate of $0.075/$1,000, was adopted by the Budget Committee at the May 16, 2017. Since then, the budget recommended for adoption has increased in revenues and expenses of $13,000 in the Special Projects line item. Mr. Hansen recommended the Board adopt Resolution 17-01.  
Derek Godwin, former Regional Administrator, introduced Lindsey Shirley, Interim Regional Administrator. Derek explained that the additional monies in the Special projects line item will be used on a groundwater education program. 

Lindsey Shirley reported that the external search for a new Regional Administrator is underway, and expects the process to take 4-6 months.  

There being no further public comments, Chairman Pope closed the Public Hearing.
